Although we welcome resumes or C.V.’s we cannot accept them as an application without a completed
application form and transcripts.

We may send you one of three replies:

UNCONDITIONAL - You have been accepted and we enclose an acceptance form which you should return to us
to accept your place on the course.

CONDITIONAL - You have been accepted provided that you meet certain conditions, for example you achieve
an IELTS score of 6.0. Once you meet these conditions, you should contact us immediately with proof of
meeting the conditions and we will then send you an unconditional offer letter.

REJECTION - We are sorry but we cannot accept you onto the course. Your application will go no further for
this course. Occasionally we may reject you on a certain course, but offer you a place on an alternative course
if we feel it is appropriate. Please ensure that you would be happy with this before accepting the offer.
